Code Enforcement

The mission of code enforcement in
Crook County is to protect the
health and safety of the county’s
residents and visitors, and the liva-
bility of the community, by assuring
compliance with the County’s land
use, environmental and building
codes.

When a code violation is identified,
every effort is made to work with
the property owner to resolve the
issue. If all efforts are exhausted it’s
necessary to start the enforcement
process until the issue is resolved.

The county will assure code compli-
ance both by encouraging voluntary
compliance and by strict enforce-
ment for violators who do not
comply.

COMPLAINTS

Complaints are accepted from citizens who
feel a property may be out of compliance
with Crook County code.

A Code Compliance Officer’s goal is to
bring properties into compliance by
working with the property owner to
help the owner understand County reg-
ulations.

The property in question must be located
within the unincorporated area of Crook
County (outside city/town limits and EFU-
JA zone)

REFERRALS

Complaints may be referred by County
Staff or by other agencies, i.e., Fire Dept.,
Health Dept., Assessor’s office, etc., for
issues involving life, health and/or safety of
the public, an illegal business or sign, or
building without required permits.
