Graphics have been ordered.  Patrons have already called about renting one of the eBikes.  
1. Sarah turned in the grant application for an EV Bookmobile. 
1. Renee Parrott, Children’s Librarian, is creating a Tween area in the Children’s Room.
1. High Desert ESD donated a wonderful collection of audio VOX books for children.  
1. Over $1,200 of new children’s books have been donated by the Pilcrow Foundation and The Beaver State Historical Gunmaker’s Guild for the second year in a row.  What a wonderful addition to the Children’s collection!
1. Sarah was asked to join a statewide committee to create a Plan for a Resilient Oregon.  
1. CCL is looking for a location to install the new Little Free Library up Juniper Canyon.  Keya suggested contacting PLA 1 or PLA 2 as potential sites.  CCHS and CCMS were mentioned as potential vendors/builders of Little Free Libraries.  Sarah will reach out to them if additional Little Free Libraries are needed.  Michael and Sandy suggested asking the Eagle Scouts or Trail Life to take on a Little Free Library project.  
1. Mark asked about literacy rates.  In Oregon, 48% of students are below basic reading level, https://worldpopulationreview.com/state-rankings/us-literacy-rates-by-state.
